Accommodation

Accommodation providers provide visitors with a place to stay as they are travelling. There are many different types of accommodation such as bed and breakfast, camp sites, hotels, caravans, self catering accommodation etc. Accommodation can be put into two categories; serviced and non serviced as explained below

Serviced accommodation

This is accommodation that usually offers a higher level service to the customer. This could come in the form of room service, meals being provided or the room being cleaned. It is mainly hotels, motels and bed and breakfasts that are serviced accommodations.
For outbound tourists, hotels such as the Holiday Inn, The Intercontinental and The Marriott are known as 4 star serviced accommodations. These hotels are part of a chain of hotels and therefore have the same standards across the world and are a trusted brand.

Non serviced accommodation

These types of accommodation do not provide a service to the customer during their stay with them apart from the room itself. Therefore no cleaner or meals will be provided. This type of accommodation suits a customer who would like a more independent holiday where they are able to cook and clean as they would in their own home. This is also a cheaper alternative to serviced accommodation as the customer would normally have to pay more for cleaning and cooking services.
